11/116: - Declarations of interest – Cllr Blane advised of a personal and predjudial interest in item 11/120 as she runs a commercial nursery that has previously advertised on the notice boards.  She left the room before the discussion of this item and took no part in the debate or vote. Cllr Cull declared a personal interest in item 11/120 as she is a committee member of the Haskayne and Downholland Community Association.

 11/117:- Minutes of the Meeting held on July 12th 2011 -The minutes of the meeting held on 12th July 2011 were RESOLVED to be a true and accurate record and were signed by the Chairman.
11/118: - Adjournment for Public Discussion – 
It was RESOLVED to adjourn the meeting for a period of public discussion.

11/119:- Clerk’s Report – The Clerk’s Report was noted. 
11/120: - Media Policy –It was RESOLVED that the following policy be adopted:
No commercial ventures or activities are to be advertised/promoted on the Council’s notice boards or website. All other notices/articles/web pages   must have the approval of the Council and be for services or events that are to the benefit of the parish.

KIT will not carry any advertisements or other promotions for commercial ventures or services.
 11/121: - Printing of KIT – It was RESOLVED to defer this item.

 11/122: - Consultation on West Lancashire Borough Council’s Development Management Policies Development Plan– It was RESOLVED to advise WLBC that the council believe that the protection of Greenbelt in general and Downholland in particular, should be a focus of the Development Management Policies Development Plan.

11/123:- Repair of gate on playing field – It was noted that the grounds contractor had damaged the existing gate whilst cutting the grass. It was felt that the gate was damaged beyond repair. It was RESOLVED that the grounds contractor should be asked to arrange for replacement of the gat with one of the same quality and strength. 
 11/124:- Lancashire County Council’s Local Transport Plan – It was RESOLVED to write deploring the loss of the existing bus service connecting Downholland, and other rural communities, with Ormskirk – the centre of local government, the commercial centre and library for most local residents and the location of local health services. Public transport needs to exist to connect people to these local services and connect people to train links so they can access services further afield. 
11/125:- Lancashire Police Authority’s consultation on Police Estates and Front Counters –It was RESOLVED to object to the closure of Ormskirk Police Station’s front desk. Such a closure will make contact with the police more difficult. In addition the Council object to the closure of police houses as a police presence within a community is an asset.
11/126:- Lancashire CC Parish and Town   Council Conference– It was RESOLVED not to attend.

11/127:- LALC Annual Autumn Conference - It was RESOLVED not to attend. 

11/128:- Dog Fouling on footpath to rear of Jacksons Close– It was RESOLVED to bring this matter to the attention of the dog warden. 

11/129:- Exclusion of Press and Public– It was RESOLVED, pursuant to Section 1 (1), 1(2) and 1(3) of the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 and defined in Schedule 12A to the Local Government Act 1972, to exclude the press and public from the meeting due to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted in agenda item 11/130.
